reproduce the lemmas, words, phrases and even syntactic structures used
by a prior speaker either in the immediate context or long before. This kind
of reproductions activates affinities between the two utterances. Inspired
by the theories of diaglossia of Bakhtin, parallelism by Jakobson and
discourse analysis of Harris, Du Bois explored the dialogicality of everyday
conversations based on the Santa Barbara Corpus of Spoken American
English, and developed his own theory of dialogic syntax. The goal of this
theory is to represent the structure of engagement between and through signs.
This paper summarizes the major developments of dialogic syntax over
the past three decades in an attempt to present the major framework of this
promising, new theory.
