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Abstract: In Indian Buddhism, with the increase of scriptures, Buddhists classified the
canon into nine or twelve divisions, based on the difference in forms and contents. Among
these divisions, avaddna and niddna exerted a significant impact not only on Chinese Bud-
dhism but also on Chinese literature. The general frame and karma theme of popular litera-
ture from the Song to Qing dynasties, including transformation texts, story-telling scripts,
tanci, precious scrolls and even novels, benefited a lot from Buddhist avad@nas. This paper
will focus on the process of this influence and transformation.
