European colonists set up the UMHK COMPANY in 1906. It was
nationalized in 1967 by the president Mobutu. Its name has been there-

fore changed into the Gécamines. The Gécamines has become the eco-
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nomic backbone of this country. When L. Kabila began to fight against
Mobutu in 1995, he conceded a part of the company’ s property to some
foreign enterprises and businessmen who gave him financial support.
After his assassination in 1998, his son J. Kabila succeeded him as
President. The laiter has begun to accept the restructuring plan of the
company, proposed by the World Bank in 2001. This plan makes the
state-run Gécamines enter into privatization. The article intends to ar-
gue the odyssey of the country’ s economic independence and industrial-
ization, resulted both from colonization and state’ s policies. We can
learn an African country’ s lessons from this company’ s history, whose
mutation in the past one-century also helps us to understand today’ s Af-

rican development and transformation.
