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machines. The reason for this is obvious: first, at that time England
was a very moment to conflict and to India for seeking the cotton trade
market, which was so significant for England to establish its imperial
power in the world. Secondly, for the author, the Industrial Revolution
happened first in the industry of cotton was also owing to the nature of
cotton industry. It was, he argues, at that time cotton industry was a
newly founded industry and was easily to use new technic and new ma-
chines. By the way, the special slender of cotton also helped the Eng-
lish people apply new technic and new machines for its production.

How Could Africa be Divided by Various Imperialist Powers?

Pan Huagiong (3&#E35{), born in 1965, graduated from Depart-
ment of History of the Peking University with a M. A. degree in
1995, she is now a research fellow at the Institute of West-Asian and
African Studies, CASS.

Centred on the problem of European imperialism in Africa, the au-
thor analyses some important arguments, such as “strategy and diplo-
macy”, “local crisis” and “economic imperialism”. With the back-
ground and the process of the event, the author puts emphasis on de-
sires for developing capitalist economy, which was under the pressures
of the European industrialism expanding and the economic crisis in
1873. Moreover, the imbalance of European political powers in 1870s,
the prevalent of social darvinism and the improvement of industrialism
of that time shouldn’t be neglected. In short, the historical event was

the resultant of forces.
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
