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Soviet relations. Although a lot of research has been done on this issue, much of it remains
descriptive due to a scarcity of original materials. The dispute over the Chinese Eastern Railway
Incident cannot be simply attributed to rights to the railwéy, or to concerted anti-Soviet action by
the imperialist powers. Rather, the incident was a consequence of a variety of factors, such as
conflicts in the system of joint Sino-Soviet management, geopolitical factors and errors in Chinese
policy-making. After the incident, all the powers, including the United States, Japan, Britain,
France and Germany, tried to exploit the incident to serve their own interests. The Nanjing
government hoped that the Western powers would support China, while the Soviets predicted an
anti-Soviet union by the Western powers. In the event, neither scenario eventuated. The only

true beneficiary of the incident was Japan, which was not a party to it.

Restriction or Promotion? Charters and Commerce in Medieval Europe Zhao Lixing (101)

The scholarly literature generally holds that the charters granted to markets and cities in
medieval Europe promoted the development of commerce, which in turn contributed to the demise
of feudalism. To a certain extent, this value judgment exaggerates the role of charters and the
opposition between commerce and feudalism. In fact, commerce was always an important part of
feudalism and the feudal economy. Granted in a top-down process by kings and rulers, charters
simply provided some necessary conditions for the smooth operation of trade. Their purpose was
to restrict commercial activities within a certain range. That is to say, the so-called “promotion”

of commerce was premised on its restriction.

Was Erasmus Duplicitous: A Case Study of Erasmus’ Six Years in Freiburg Wang Tao (114)

The personal relationship between the humanist Erasmus and the religious reformer Martin
Luther has never been clearly delineated. Our case study of Erasmus’ later years in Freiburg
reveals the true character of this famous humanist and on this basis discusses his understanding of
religious reforms and the Catholic Church, throwing light on his differences with Martin Luther
on religious reforms and humanism. Hopefully, it will contribute to settling some of the

fundamental issues that existed between religious reforms and humanism.

Who are we? Woodrow Wilson, the First World War and the Reshaping of America’s National
Identity Wang Lixin (127)
In the new context of the rise of the United States as a world power, Woodrow Wilson seized

the exceptional opportunity of American involvement in WWI and wartime mobilization to
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reinterpret America’'s traditions and characteristics, contrasting them with Germany, the
“other”. He successfully transformed America’s self-image and international role from the
“model republic” and “exemplar of freedom” of the nineteenth century to that of a “guardian of
freedom” and “world leader.” Wilson’s reshaping of American identity not only facilitated
wartime mobilization but also resolved America’s identity crisis and its confusion about the role it
was 1o play after its entry onto the world stage. In so doing, he identified the long-term direction
of national policy. His creative interpretation of America’s ideals, role and destiny led his
countrymen to an understanding of the meaning of their country’s existence and its relationship
with the world and became the most influential foreign policy discourse of the twentieth century

America. This had a far-reaching influence on American foreign policy.
